• Agree to participate in evaluation and student tracking programs during studies and
upon completion

• Meet with program advisory committee, as needed

The tuition assistance may be applied to more than one course (up to the resident rate) if a student 
demonstrates good work ethics and completion of coursework with a B or better. Assistance may be 
applied up to 10 credits for each individual applicant, with program head permission.
