Based in Istanbul, Turkey, Kenyon started his public radio career at KFSK in Petersburg,
Alaska. He went on to cover the Alaska State Legislature then joined NPR in 1995 as a
Washington, D.C. correspondent. Kenyon moved to Cairo in 2005 where he covered the Middle
East and North Africa for five years before taking the Istanbul assignment, which he calls an
opportunity “to bring an international perspective to news involving Turkey and Iran.” He has
been recognized for outstanding coverage of post-war Irag.
