When Students Have to Deploy:

UAS must accommodate Servicemembers and Reservists who may be absent due to service
requirements. (Principles of Excellence #4)

Federal regulations require institutions to comply with readmission requirements for student
veterans whose enrollment was impacted by a military service obligation.

1. Maintain connections with students who are deployed;

2. Establish procedures to simplify re-enrollment/course completion for service members
returning to campus following deployment.
